PURPOSE. Warren Center term-time grants for dissertation research are semester-long awards
available to Harvard Ph.D. candidates working on topics in Ametrican history. Theit purpose is to
enable sustained research free from teaching responsibilities in the fall ot spring terms.

DURATION OF AWARD. One semester (September 2017 to January 2018, or February 2018 to June
2018). The awardee may determine the semester of receipt.

NUMBER AND AMOUNT OF AWARDS. In the recent past, the Watren Center has offered 6-8 term-
time grants for research annually. The grant stipend is equivalent to the one-semestet amount set
for GSAS stipendiary support. Watren Center grants will also cover “tuition” chatges (facilities fee
and health insurance) for students not otherwise receiving such suppott.

ELIGIBILITY.
1. The project must be centered in American history and the methodology must be historical.
2. Completion of all departmental requirements and an approved Ph.D. dissertation prospectus.

3. Warren Center term-time grants for dissertation research ate available to students who will be G-6
ot below during the award period.

4. A student may not hold this award for mote than one semester of his or her graduate cateet.
TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

1. Teaching concurrent with grant receipt is not permitted, except for the direction of one senior
thesis.

2. Ordinarily, the grant may not be combined with grants from other sources (exceptions may be
made for smaller awards, or for grants specifically for travel overseas). Awardees must inform the
Center if they are offered alternate funding, and the Center will encoutage acceptance of the
alternate award, so that Warren Center alternates may be funded. In addition, tetm-time tesearch
grants awardees (from any source) may not hold a Watren Center summer travel grant in the
summers before or after receipt of a term-time reseatch grant.

3. Successful applicants must use the semester awatd in the year for which they applied.

4. Watren Center graduate grants are administered through the GSAS Financial Aid Office, which
requires that all necessary financial statements and forms be on file befote a check can be issued.
For most, this will present no problem, but anyone not currently registered with the Financial Aid
